· The potholes on School Lane and Manchester Road have been repaired.

· The blocked drains on School Lane have now been cleaned out.

· The Clerk has enquired about the road adoption timeframe for the Cheshire Limes.

· Northwich Town Council has offered to accept Lostock Gralam residents at their Austin Street allotment site. The Clerk has also enquired about the open space at the Townshend Road play area.

· Cllr Mark Stocks has submitted a request to order two litter bins for Stubbs Lane (Members Budget applications can be made from 8th May 2018).

· The Clerk again enquired about a streetlamp on the Cheshire Avenue footpath to Stubbs Lane. JPG structural engineers are making enquires on why the footpath was never offered up for adoption with Warren Chatterton at CWAC.

-The PC considered purchasing two further litter bins at £182.00 each.  The PC RESOLVED not to purchase more bins but to understand whether Lostock Gralam is receiving a lesser service than other PC’s.  A Freedom of Information request will be made to CWAC. 

-The PC RESOLVED to keep the Dog Waste bin on Stubbs Lane when the new litter bin is installed (funded by Mark Stocks Members Budget) to increase waste capacity.

-The PC RESOLVED that the Clerk should gain quotes and research installing dog poo bag dispensers and bags in the Parish.

· The Clerk will attend the Orsted Local Liaison Meeting on Tuesday 22nd May at 6.00pm at the Lostock Works. 

· The RT Honourable Esther McVey has written to the Parish Council regarding the Extraordinary Meeting held on 3rd April 2018

· The PC RESOLVED that Cllr Tim Hodges can invite a Neighbourhood Watch organiser to the next Parish Council meeting on 4th June 2018.

· The Clerk gave a verbal report concerning recent communications with CWAC Highways.
· The Clerk informed the PC that the Primary School Eco group would like to maintain the new planter to be located on Stubbs Lane.  The planters will be maintained every Thursday by two grandparents who help with the School Eco group. The Clerk also advised that it is likely that the Primary School will submit a grant request form to fund filling the new planter. The Clerk will now proceed and place the planter order with CWAC at a cost of £432.60.
· The Clerk gave a GDPR updated informing the PC that “The Government has tabled an amendment to its own Data Protection Bill to Exempt all parish and town councils and parish meetings in England and community and town councils in Wales from the requirement to appoint a DPO under the GDPR”.  Appointing a DPO would however be considered good practice. CHALC is currently investigating whether they can offer a DPO service.
