CO-OPTION OF NEW MEMBERS
It was RESOLVED that Mr Andrew Ross be co-opted onto Lostock Gralam Parish Council.   This was unanimously agreed and Cllr Ross joined the council after making his declaration of office.

RESOLVED that the minutes of the meeting of the council held on 8th April 2019, having been copied to members, was a correct record. 
MATTERS ARISING FROM THE PARISH COUNCIL MEETING HELD ON 8TH APRIL 2019.
· The Clerk has reported vehicles parking on the green opposite the Langford Road junction to PCSO Nicola Smith and CWAC Highways. The Clerk will also raise the concern with CWAC Jerry Gibbs on Wednesday 15th May.
· The Clerk has reported the overgrown grass bank on Townshend Road. CWAC will look to have the grass cut and look into the possibility of planting wild flowers.

· The Clerk has applied for £50,000 of funding through Sport England, a decision is expected within 10 weeks.

· The Clerk has requested that the Cheshire FA include Lostock Gralam as an area for community football funding.
POLICE
ASB – I have been contacted today and informed of some ongoing ASB on the Park with the Community Centre. I have been given some names of children and I am in contact with Parents to look at dealing with the children appropriately, The ASB consists of foul language, pulling branches off the trees, making a mess and generally being a nuisance. I will patrol the park and provide reassurance to other park users.

Theft (including shoplifting). 11/4/19 – The Co-op. 2 Males have stolen goods. The males have been identified from CCTV and enquiries are ongoing.

5/5/19 – The Co-op – Low value theft reported. The goods were recovered and we will not be taking any action.

Vehicle Crime – 14/4/19 – Two males were reported acting suspiciously at 2:50am on Stubbs Lane. The males were seen on CCTV to enter the callers vehicle. Nothing was stolen or damaged. The male have not been identified from CCTV.
Speed Enforcement – Manchester Road on Friday 10th May. Two vehicles captured going 35MPH or over.

I have reported to Highways the length of the grass along the A556 in the central reservation, as turning in to Pennys Lane has become very dangerous. Hopefully this will cut ASAP.

· The PC considered new litter bin types for the Stubbs Lane play area. The Clerk will present fitted prices for two black Derby Compact Litter Bins and one animal fun buddy bin at the next meeting to include installation costings.

The Clerk reported on the following:

· The Clerk will meet with CWAC Environmental Steward to discuss possible public bench locations. The Clerk will also enquire about the ownership & licenses for street furniture.
· The Lostock Gralam Community Centre has a view to holding a summer fete on Sunday 21 July, dependant on the number of volunteers. It was agreed that the Clerk may help with fete organisation.
· The next HS2 LLC meeting will be Friday 24th May at 9.30am in the Dingle Centre, Winsford.

· Cllr Pete Kelly has expressed concerns regarding the construction taking place for the 64 bed retirement facility on the Lostock Triangle to include concerns of lost natural habitat, damage to the hedge row, work taking place on Sundays & Bank holidays and the temporary site entrance for construction staff parking.
