PUBLIC FORUM – PUBLIC

A member of the public informed the PC that there is a burst water pipe on Manchester Road and that United Utilities had been informed.  
The Clerk will check with United Utilities that the burst is being dealt with.
Liz Wood informed the PC that the Church is looking to hold a 90th Birthday Party for the Queen.  The Church will be seeking a possible donation for the event from the PC.  

The PC confirmed that funding would be available.
Cllr Kelly informed the PC that he had not heard back from Highways regarding the tall road cones to stop undertaking near the Business Park. Funds have however been allocated from the s.106 fund.

Liz Wood updated the PC regarding her complaint of the 3 storey houses on the Lostock Triangle. Liz has been in contact with Nial Casselden a planning manager at CW&C who has reported that there is no issue of light being blocked by the new build houses.  Liz however has raised concerns regarding the distance between her property and the new build 3 storey dwelling.

Cllr Mark Stocks is also in talks with Mr Casselden regarding the matter.

MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 4th JANUARY 2016
- The clerk read the following email response regarding the three storey houses. 

The original application for the Barratt development did not include 3 storey dwellings – it had 2 storey and 2 ½ storey properties approved. ( ref 10/01794/OUT and 12/00982/REM).

However, under subsequent planning application ref 14/02794/FUL 3 storey houses were approved. Records show that consultation letters were sent to the nearby residents although it would appear that the Parish were not consulted.
-The clerk also informed the PC that a Planning Officer had looked at where the old playing field was and saw no issue with the current building work.
-Cllr Mark Stocks attendance.  Cllr Stocks will try to attend the Lostock Gralam PC meetings; however there will be occasions where he is required to attend other meetings.
-Jerry Gibbs update – A new member of staff has now joined the team and they will start looking at the outstanding Lostock schemes.
REPORT FROM PCSO P HAMBLETON 

PCSO Hambleton reported on the following:

-Plant pots reported missing.
-Antisocial behaviour on Highfield Avenue – dispute regarding parking.
-Antisocial behaviour at the Travel Lodge – two reported drunk.
-Youths reported scrambling around housing estate.

-26 caught speeding at Smithy Lane

-20 caught speeding at Manchester Road.

COUNCILLOR T SMITH REPORT
Councillor T Smith reported on the following:

-The alleyway behind Warren Avenue – the flags, mud and litter need to be addressed.
-The steps at the start of Townshend Road are dangerous.

-The pavement on the Slow and Easy side of Hall Lane and the junction are in urgent need of repair.

The Clerk is to report the above to CW&C.

COUNCILLOR V YARWOOD REPORT
Councillor V Yarwood reported on the following:

-The alleyway between Highfield and Manchester Road has litter, dog mess and poor lighting due to overgrown trees making it a dangerous place for school children to walk. Cllr Beasant also commented on drug use down the alleyway.

The Clerk is to report the alleyway to CW&C.
REPORT FROM CHESHIRE WEST AND CHESTER COUNCILLORS

-Cllr Stocks has requested that the dog bins be emptied.  Cllr Stocks also confirmed that the dog bin empting service has not been reduced. 
-Cllr Stocks will fund another dog bin on the triangle and additional signage in the next financial year.

-Cllr Stocks will be opposing the Dong Energy planning application, based on plans to bring waste into Cheshire and traffic congestion, in particular the Rudheath roundabout.
-Council tax is likely to go up this year.

-The PC will no longer receive the new homes bonus.

-Parking charges will be introduced in Northwich town centre. 

PLAY AREAS AND INSPECTIONS

It was RESOLVED to accept a quote of £90 plus VAT to service the shackles and bushes on the four bay swing.
REPORT FROM THE CLERK

-Mr Wright requested a grit bin on Cheshire Avenue which CW&C refused due to the gradient of the road.

-Mr Roberts has requested an allotment, this is the first allotment request received.  The PC is unable to provide allotments due to not owning any land.

-The Clerk has received two complaints of overflowing dog bins.  The matter has now been reported three times to CW&C Street Scene and Cllr Stocks is looking into the matter. 

-The Clerk received a complaint about litter on the Lostock Triangle.  The matter has been reported and Marshalls have confirmed that a team will be sent out to litter pick.

-The Clerk has updated the PC website to include information on how the public can report road faults and street cleaning matters.  The Clerk highlighted that other PC’s have launched new websites recently some of which also include a facebook page.  The Clerk suggested that the councillors look at other local PC websites to maybe help improve the Lostock Gralam PC website.  This will be an agenda item on the next PC meeting.
-New bus shelter to be installed W/C 22 February on Fryer Road.

The project involves construction and operation of an underground gas storage facility with capacity to store up to 500 million standard cubic metres (mcm) of natural gas and with an import and export capacity of 34 mcm per day.
