PUBLIC FORUM – PUBLIC

-A member of the public raised concerns regarding the three remaining green areas of land within Lostock Gralam which could potentially be developed.  In particular they objected to the recent planning application 15/04550/FUL for an 8 Horse livery development incorporating American barn, ménage, yard area and associated parking. 

The Chairman informed members of the public that the Parish Council rejected the Planning Application at the last PC meeting and that CWAC would make the overall decision.
The same member of the public discussed the other remaining possible sites for development and wanted to inform the PC that they object to further development and that members of the public are concerned about infill along Manchester Road.

Cllr Pete Kelly informed the public that the former Mountbatten field would not make a good housing development due to HS2 and the farmer would only lose 10% of his land in any one year.

Cllr Pete Kelly gave the following update:

· He is still waiting for the costing of tall road cones to stop undertaking at the business park.
· Cllr Mark Stocks will purchase further dog bins in the new financial year however there is an issue over emptying of the bins.
· The public bins have been overflowing again; Cllr Kelly contacted Street-Scene who informed him that the bins are checked every two days.
· A litter pick still hasn’t been done on the Lostock Triangle –The Clerk is to chase up why the litter pick hasn’t been done.
· Fly posting is still occurring in the village.
