PUBLIC FORUM – PUBLIC

-A member of the public commented on planning application 16/01137/FUL. They informed the PC that the proposed dwelling & garage would encroach on their privacy, block light and that the building would be out of character for the area.

-Ms Wood asked the PC if the public right of way at the bottom of Stubbs Lane is to be turned into a road giving access to the Lostock Triangle.  The Clerk is to investigate further.

-Cllr Pete Kelly reported on the following:-

-S.106 money will fund the proposed tall cones at the Business Park entrance.

-Street Scene will not litter pick further than 475 Manchester Road due to Health & Safety.  
-A complaint has been sent to CDP regarding fly tipping and rubbish at the Lostock Triangle.

-There is an unacceptable level of litter and dog mess bags to the Stubbs Lane pathway leading to the 556.

-Signs on the farmers side of Manchester Road have not be altered despite the money been deducted from the S.106 fund.
-Litter from the new food outlet on the Lostock Triangle needs addressing.  The Clerk will contact the outlet to raise concerns about the litter being generated.

-There has been an improvement to the bins being emptied.
-Cllr Kelly discussed a new speed camera which he is investigating.
-It’s a new financial year so any spending ideas need to be sent to Cllr Stocks sooner rather than later in the year.
-Cllr T Smith queried whether a path is to be laid where a mound currently exists on the triangle.  The Clerk is to investigate further.

-Cllr T Smith reported that the grass on Townshend Road hill is half mown.

MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 7th  MARCH 2016
-The property owners of the overhanging trees have arranged for the trees to be cut back on 5th/6th April.
-Cllr T Smith and the Clerk met with CWAC Highways on 30/04/2016 to discuss the two sets of steps on Townshend Road.  The steps to the right facing the Hall Lane junction are deemed safe for now.  The steps to the left will be cleaned by Street Scene and the bottom of the steps where water gathers will be cleaned and a new section of path laid. CWAC will also investigate who owns the bank of land adjacent to the steps so that the Clerk can request that the foliage be cut back.

-The Clerk has written to CDP head office to request that the litter be picked up on the triangle including a litter pick to the hedge rows and pond area.

-Operation Shield is a forensic property marking initiative. It uses a unique DNA marking system to protect valuables.  It costs around £1000 per 100 houses. Between February and July 2015 where operation shield has been rolled out Residential burglary has dropped by 32% and vehicle crimes have dropped by 18%.
-The Clerk has gained some new website quotes. Early indications show a website would cost around £500 with a monthly fee of around £10.  The Clerk requires more time to research website providers and will give an update at the next meeting.

The council RESOLVED to accept that the New Homes Bonus’s received are to fund a new piece of play equipment at the Community Centre. The Clerk is to gather quotes and report back to the council.

PLAY AREAS AND INSPECTIONS

The Clerk informed the council that the March Play Inspection reported no issues.
The council RESOLVED to accept CG Services Cheshire Ltd quote of £211.40 net / £253.68 gross to add new links to either end of the wooden bridge, and new connecting bolts and eyelets at either end. 

CG Services are due to start their three year grass cutting contact at the Community Centre on 04.04.2016.  A probation period of 12 months is also in place.
REPORT FROM THE CLERK

-The next INOVYN Enterprises Parish Council Liaison Forum meeting will be held on Friday 17th June 2:00-4:00 pm at the Holford Brine & Water Office. The Clerk will be attending this meeting.

-OPA have informed the PC that the recovery project will encounter further delays due to the significant fall in the price of oil since the project. The project may not commence until 2020 now.
-The Clerk has requested that a stop in Lostock Gralam be considered for the free Cheshire Show bus.  Additional public seating in Lostock Gralam may encourage loitering and unwanted noise for local residents.
-The Clerk has contacted Network Warrington and GHA Coaches about their bus services through Lostock Gralam.
-The Clerk met with CWAC Highways on 1/4/16 to discuss the proposed double yellow lines to Station Road and Stubbs Lane. 
The council RESOLVED that double yellow lines should be painted on the care-home side only of Station Road, to the Fitton Street junction (10M zone) and to both sides of Stubbs Lane from the Manchester road junction to the School Lane junction.
-The Clerk is currently working on the Year End Accounts.  The External Audit and Internal Audit documents have been received.

-The Clerk has reported the litter and uncut grass verges at Stubbs Lane and Bateman Road to CWAC Street Scene.

-The Clerk gave a verbal update to the Keuper Gas Storage Project - EN030002.
-The Clerk is receiving regular emails from concerned residents regarding a recent eviction in Lostock Gralam.
