Liz Wood – The grass at the community centre is looking great.
Mr Gavin informed the PC that residents had not received waiting restriction consultation letters. -The Clerk will inform CWAC Highways that no consultation letters have been received.
Mr Gavin also informed the PC that he and his neighbours object to the proposed waiting restrictions as Fitton Street residents would have nowhere to park and that there would be a knock-on effect.  Mr Gavin also informed the PC that there is a discrepancy between the parking restriction plan and the Notice. – The Clerk will inform CWAC Highways of the discrepancy.
The Chairman informed members of the public that CWAC Highways recommended the parking restrictions due to health and safety and reminded members of the public that it is illegal to park on a junction.
Further members of the public expressed their concerns about parking should the proposed Fitton Street waiting restrictions be implemented.  Speeding concerns were also raised, along with a suggestion of bollards to stop cars from parking on the pavement.
The PC agreed that the Clerk will contact CWAC Highways to advise that the Fitton Street double yellow are strongly opposed by local residents and that the PC support the local residents view.  Double yellow lines to the East Side of Station Rd (Crossways side) will not be opposed.
A complaint was received regarding dog fouling on Harris Road – The Clerk informed the council that the issue has been reported to CWAC Street Scene.

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Appendix 1
Shale Gas from Fracking –Ineos Presentation in Frodsham  9 May  2016
The two and a half hour meeting was attended by some 200 PC representatives and six senior people from Ineos.

Ineos has the franchise licenses for large areas of Cheshire and is intending to target drilling sites in the next 2 years. Test seismic surveys have already been undertaken.

Rural rather than urban areas are seen as the immediate focus.

Key facts raised- is it safe? 

Security of supply – we need to be less dependent on supplies from volatile regions. We will be importing 69% by 2018,

80% of people use gas to heat their home and gas from the North Sea is in decline.
UK needs gas for manufacturing plastics and chemicals.

Revenue: 6% of turnover to local communities, home owners

39 to 60 % tax to UK treasury.

Large anti fracking protest outside the centre – very emotive subject.

Ineos will attend PC meetings to answer any questions.
