MINUTES OF THE PARISH MEETING HELD ON MONDAY 4 JULY 2016 AT ST. JOHN’S CHURCH HALL, LOSTOCK GRALAM

Part I  - public present

The meeting commenced at 7.30p.m.

ALSO PRESENT:

PUBLIC FORUM – QUESTIONS TO CWAC IAN LOVATT (IL)
-Double yellow lines requested on Manchester Road due to parked cars causing an obstruction for vehicles trying to pass and for members of the public crossing Manchester Road.

IL – the properties in question do not have anywhere else to park, they are also legally parked. By stopping cars parking on Manchester Road the average road speed would increase.
Cllr Yarwood suggested traffic calming rather than double yellow lines.
-Can the speed limit be reduced to 20mph on Manchester Road?

IL – CWAC are looking into introducing more 20mph speed limits however assessments would have to be carried out on the current average speed.  A 20mph speed limit would only be considered if the average speed is less than 24mph; the police would also have to support the matter.

-Can the police ask property owners not to park on Manchester Road?

IL- If a vehicle is taxed and not parked dangerously or illegally then no.
-School Lane is being used as a short cut; also drivers are ignoring the No Entry sign, could bollards be considered?
IL- the No Entry sign is in need of maintenance which IL will arrange.

-Lorries have been using School Lane as a short cut damaging the road and increasing vehicle noise.
IL- CWAC will review the criteria for vehicle weight, road speed and safety on School Lane.

-Can the traffic light sequencing at Crossways be reviewed for those turning?
IL- adding another command to the traffic lights would create longer queues.

-Parents parking on and around School Lane are not considerate of property owner’s driveways and often park unsafe.
Clerk- the Parish Council will write to the School asking that a letter be sent to parents reminding them of courteous and safe parking.
PUBLIC FORUM – PUBLIC

-Signatures have been gained in support of saving the Slow and Easy Pub. Members of the public appose planning application 16/01373/FUL for a residential development due to the school and doctors being full, existing parking issues, the football pitches who rely on the Slow and Easy car park, more vehicles in the parish, and that the Slow and Easy pub offers a different variety of entertainment and atmosphere to other pubs in the area.
Cllr V Yarwood confirmed that Punch Taverns are the planning applicant.

-Liz wood raised concerns to PCSO Hambleton regarding youths playing football on the Community Centre car park which is damaging the property.  Liz also informed the PC that dog owners are ignoring the No Dog signs on entrance to the play area.
