Q&A

1. How close would drilling be to a village/house?

Drilling would be a minimum of 400 meters away from a property.

2. How do you select an area, where does Lostock Gralam fit in terms of being a good area to frack?

Cheshire is a possible area however no testing has been carried out yet.

3. How does fracking work? Is it a one off hit?

Rock analysis is carried out to estimate the possible volume of gas however it is very hit and miss and the estimate could be either under or overvalued.

4. Will Lorries be used to transport the gas?
No, a pipeline would pump the gas to the grid.
5. When will the location be decided upon?

When INEOS know the public will be informed but currently no seismic data is available.  Next year data will be gathered which takes around 9 months to analyse.  Planning permission would also be sought before any drilling takes place.

6. Where are INEOS currently drilling?
INEOS is not currently drilling anywhere.

7. Lancashire had earth tremors when fracking began.

Lessons have been learnt from the mistakes made.  We now know that 3D seismic testing is needed to see any fractures in the rock. 

8. Could there be an explosion?

Well protection is used, steel casing and a cement seal. Pressure tests would be done before any drilling.

9. Sink holes
Large caverns are not made by fracking instead rock is propped open using sand with a 6 inch hole which would be cemented and cased they also would not drill into a mineshaft.
PUBLIC FORUM – PUBLIC

-A complaint was raised regarding a traveller who has purchased the field at the bottom of Griffiths Road; the traveller in question also owns a traveller site in Middlewich.  Work appears to have commenced to create a hard standing for caravans.  Access rights to the field are also of concern.

The Clerks is to contact CWAC regarding access to the field and to determine whether anything can be done to halt the traveller site.
-A complaint was raised regarding members of the public parking on the pavement near to Bargain Booze and the Post Office.  Residential driveways are also being used by shop customers to turn vehicle around.
The Clerk is to request that CWAC contact property owners near to Bargain Booze and the Post Office to understand how best to resolve the matter.
