-The public footpath leading to the A556 from Stubbs Lane is to be cleared by CWAC Street Scene.
-A verbal update was given on the potential Gypsy site near Griffiths Road.
-The Parish Council RESOLVED to back the ACV application for the Slow and Easy with the understanding that the Parish Council would NOT be made liable for any financial commitment. Councillors M Litton, J Beasant, L Edgeley and T Smith voted in favour of backing the application.

-The Co-Op has yet to approve a definite timescale for the covered warehouse area to the back of the store.

LOCAL PLAN (PART TWO) LAND ALLOCATIONS AND DETAILED 
Cllr Yarwood made the following comments regarding site 8 – East of Shurlach Road;
· The address stated in the Local Plan for site 8 is incorrect and misleading; this may have resulted in members of the public from Lostock Gralam not commenting on the potential Gypsy site.

· Cllr Yarwood requested that the Clerk seek legal advice through CHALC to determine whether the Local Plan would still be valid.

· Vicinity to rail, rural fencing only, not for frequent use + gate a right of way.

· Low pylons.

· Access from 556 not suitable for heavy goods.

· Access from 559 not suitable for heavy goods.

· Unsuitable walking distance to/from Chemist / Doctors (Ascoll Drive Cheshire East).
· Unsuitable walking distance to/from Bus (Improvements required, who would pay?).
· Unsuitable walking distance to/ from Train Station (for upgrade).
· Unsuitable walking distance to/from School.

· Lack of services such as Gat, water, electricity and sewage.

· Noise from rail for van dwellings.

· Private road unsuitable single track only access to INEOS and Signal Box.

· Lead contamination due to Octel factory.

· Danger from lime beds.

· Would the Public right of way be affected?

The Clerk will make comments to Spatial Planning on behalf of the Parish Council.
