PUBLIC FORUM – PUBLIC

-A member of the public asked for an update with regards to the parking issues on Manchester Road.

Clerk- CWAC has advised that the footpath on Manchester Road is not wide enough to install bollards.  CWAC are however looking into a new scheme which would mean that it would be illegal to park on the footpath along Manchester Road.

-Cllr T Smith raised the concerns of several parishioners;

· Townshend Road has become a rat run, with cars and wagons using it to avoid Manchester Road congestion. Traffic calming measures are now needed.
· Local residents are concerned about the appearance of a property on Townshend Road. The property has a 6ft fence and is surrounded by vehicles which encroach onto neighbouring properties. Welding is also being done in public view.  The vehicles block visibility for road users and look unsightly.
The Clerk will contact Trading Standards about a business being run from the property and contact CWAC.

· The grass on Townshend Road hill either needs regular cutting or making into a feature with wild flowers.
The Clerk will contact CWAC to discuss the hill maintenance.

· Can Lostock Gralam have some bulbs or flower beds like other neighbouring villages? Potentially located on the traffic lights.

The Clerk will enquire about the black raised flower beds will parish name onside.
