PUBLIC FORUM – PUBLIC

-The Clerk presented HS2 route maps and informed those present of the HS2 consultation.

-The Council and members of the public concluded that an information meeting is required with anti HS2 and HS2 to enable the council to take a position on the proposed HS2 line and to inform the public about HS2.
-Members of the public would like to be informed of any information meetings via a leaflet drop.

-A member of the public expressed concern about parking on the pavement at School Lane during school drop off and pick up time.

-A member of the public raised concern about the dark pathway link from Cheshire Avenue to Stubbs Lane.  The PC informed those present that the land has yet to be handed over and that CDP Marshalls is responsible. 

The Clerk will ask CDP again to consider installing a street lamp.

-The car park signage at the new Co-Op is misleading and should have a No Entry sign for vehicles wishing to turn right on entry to the car park.
-The Parking on Manchester Road near to Bargain Booz remains an issue with CWAC seeking to find solution.

-Councillor Yarwood asked that the Parking charges consultation for Northwich be included on the next agenda.

-Drain issues on Gibbon Drive reported along with the road surface on Wilson Crescent.

The Clerk will report both matters to CWAC Highways.
